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Replace a fat-ha (zabar), kasra (zer) or Damma (pesh) at the 
end of the verse with a sukoon.
Replace kasratayn (two zer),  or dhammatayn (two pesh) at 
the end of the verse with a sukoon on the last letter.
Take one fat-ha (zabar) off and read with an alif, when there 
are fat-hathayn (two zabar) at the end of the verse.
No change, when the last word ends with alif, or standing 
alif (kharii zabar)
